THE FOURTH WEEK OF ADVENT

Fullness is an experience we glimpse only briefly in this
world. Once in a while, the tank is full of gas, the pantry
shelves are stocked, our appetites are completely satisfied.
But then the world keeps spinning, and we have to search
out more gas, more groceries, more food. God designed
us to be satisfied with nothing less than eternity; God
alone provides fullness. Today's readings praise God for
being everything, at all times, to everyone. King David
learns that God alone has the power to order history to
fulfill the divine plan. Saint Paul praises God's glory
"forever and ever" for bringing salvation not just to the
Israelites, but to all nations. Sweetest of all, Mary learns
that God has filled her with grace. Mary is uniquely
capable of holding God's fullness in her flesh--a fullness
so vibrant that it becomes a child, our Lord Jesus Christ.

QUESTION OF THE WEEK
The angels proclaimed the glory of God. How can I
proclaim the glory of God to the whole world?

STEWARDSHIP BY THE BOOK

In the first reading, God promises King David that his
house and his kingdom will endure forever. It is through
Mary’s “Yes”— “I am the handmaid of the Lord. Let it
be done to me as you say.”— that the promise finds
tulfillment.

PRAY BEFORE YOU SPEAK

Have you ever been told to "think before you speak'?
Nathan seems to have spoken too soon when he told
David to do whatever he wanted about building a house
for the LORD. But later that night the God gave him a
message for David: the LORD did not need anyone to
build him a house; God would make David's house (in
the sense of family or descendants) last forever. That can
be a lesson to us. Instead of just thinking before we
speak, it could be a good idea to pray before we speak.

How many times have we said something in anger (or
selfishness, fear, any strong feeling) that we wished we
could take back? If we just think before we speak, we
might just rationalize what we wanted to say in the first
place. But if you take a little more time to bring our
feelings to God, ask for guidance and listen for what God
would have us say, things might turn out a lot better. We
pray before meals; why not pray before going to work?

We can pray before making decisions about our family,
getting engaged, taking a new job, buying a new house/
car/HD-TV, etc. When a friend or relative needs
someone to talk to, we can pray that we listen well and
say what God wants our friend to hear. If we have
enough faith to let God guide our lives, let's take the time
in prayer to listen for that guidance.

Worship that "When consecutive obligations occur on
Saturday-Sunday or Sunday-Monday, the faithful must
attend Mass twice to fulfill two separate obligations."

Therefore, the people are to attend one Mass for the
Fourth Sunday of Advent (from Saturday evening up to
4pm on Sunday, the 24™); and a Mass for the celebration
of the Nativity of the Lord (from 4pm on the 24t
through Monday, the 25%).
